I thie Late 19705 and early 1980 Britain saw a colossal fransfomation, The confluence of de-industralization and the
socially conservative policies of Prime Minister Thatcher further polarized an already stratificd British sociely, This social
tevrain called for a new kind of document, A generation of photographers was ready o document these comples political
and economic realities, Eecopnizing the need for a new kind oof record, Chiris Killipy, Martin Pare aned Graham Smith fiou e
their pespectives on life= iry Enpland, each previding a unique way to comprehend this era. The works produced during this
period of upheaval ofiored a way of undherdanding the iromy, pain, hopelessness and humaor aif & patioon in o,

Chiris Killip is best known for his uncomproamising Mack and white porraits. Killip began photographing in the [ate 1900
on the lsle of Man, his place of birth. Through the Late 1970 and 1980% Killip focwsed his anention on the North of
England, Middleshrough, Newcactle and several smallor towns, documenting the tenacity, endurance and rife of these
places, Through his i|1q-ghll'u| similes Killip reveals some part of a lite that would bave been otherwise invisible, In 1988 his
imnages of mesrt heen England culminated in the seminal book In Flagrante, and in 1989 he received the Henrd Cartier-
Bresson photopraphy award,  Killip bas puldished feesr bonkes, aned his work is represented in museum collections
inCluding the Museum of Modern Art in New York and the Biblioteque Nationale in Paris. He is cumrently a Professor of
Visual and Ervironmental Studies at Harvand University,

Graham Smith was born and raised in Middlesbrough, England, a town his family had lived in for generations, and a place
that is often used to illustrate the crushing affects of de-indutrialization in the Morth. Smith's beginnings in photography
came at Middiedhrough College of Art and later the Royal Collepe of Art, From the stan his subject has been close to home,
Smith spent mose than a decade making photographs of his friends and relatives and the pubs they frequented, Thoagh be
opped making photographs in 1990 Smith has continued a life-long investigation of his working class roots through his
research and writing, Most recently his work can be seen in Granta 95 Loved Ones, published st vear, Smith's work is

held by several major collections including the Museum of Modern Art in New York, and the Victoria ancd Albert Museam
im Lonlon,

While Smith% work focused solely on a town that had seen bettor times, Mantin Parr 1ook aim at the other end of the
spectrum, Pamrs pictures looked at the seeming prosperity of the ora, the burgeoning middle class and it's new foand
buying powes. In his saturated color images irom this period, garden parties and shopping trips become pageants of class
anxiely and entitlement, Fare bas been a member of Magnum photo agency since 19904 and has published over thirty books
a5 well as numenoas artist’s books, His work s held by collections intemationally including the Museum of Modern Art in
Toskye, the Museum of Modern At in San Francisco, the Tate Modern in Losdon, and the Gelty Meseam in Los Angeles,
